Run Day
8:30
 Arrive at 5 Points Washington parking lot. Please be prompt! If you don’t have a safety vest yet, you can purchase them. Turn in fundraising money. Put bags in team vehicle. 
Restrooms:  If you need to use the restroom before we leave, you can use the public restrooms at Five Points. 
9:00 
All money should be turned in.
9:00
Report to team vehicles. Our photographers will do team pictures for each vehicle and then one with the entire group. 

9:25
Group run photo. 

9:30
Send-off Speeches. We will be talking about safety and we will receive a blessing. We will also hear from a St. Jude family. 

10:00
Leave on first leg. Each team vehicle will have a driver and a volunteer(s) assigned to it. Water/Gatorade will be provided along with trail mix, bananas, and Subway sandwich/chips for the run. When runners reach the end of each leg, runners in the vehicles not running the next leg can still exit the vehicle and hand out water/Gatorade to runners continuing on. If you are not running the next leg, it is nice to get out and stretch and to cheer on the other runners.
4:30
Arrive at Peoria Civic Center. Run into the North Civic Center parking lot. We made it! 

4:30-6:00
Clean up. Shower and change into purple St. Jude Washington to Peoria Run t-shirts.

6:00
